(THIS MAY ALSO BE PAINTED ON AN APRON, A TOTE BAG, ETC) 

If you plan on painting this project and will not be at the September meeting, please let me know ASAP; so I can order 
enough patterns for everyone.  (amjpaints@comcast.net or 630-665-0108) 
 
SPECIAL SUPPLIES:   
Shirt Board,     12”  ruler     X-acto knife   Scissors   Piece of white chalk 
Loew-Cornell Checkerboard Brush  (available from BrushesandMore.com.   Order #12 size or a package 
having a #10 or #12 brush in set)  or a regular 10 or 12 brush 
If you have a checkerboard stencil—3/8” to a 1/4” opening, bring it  
Brushes:  1/2”, 3/4” or 1” flat brush,  #1 script liner,  Fabric #8 round or you favorite spattering brush 
 
SHIRT INSTRUCTIONS 
Black or dark color shirt (Doxie uses men’s dress shirts)  Launder before painting in plain deter-
gent—NO BLEACH,  NO SOFTENERS.    To cut off shirt for a jacket effect:   Measure for your length 
plus 2 1/4”.  Turn under 1/4” and press, then turn over an additional 2”, press and sew hem.  If you wish 
you may also do a similar turn on the sleeves (I like to cut sleeves to 3/4 length and then hem..
